 Please Register and Vote: 
Your Vote Can make a difference.

If you are not registered and are considering voting, maybe some of the questions and answers below will help you.

· Who can Register to Vote?  You must be 18 years old and a resident of the community where you are registering. 

· When Can I Register To Vote?  You can register to vote at the Town Clerk's Office in the Town Hall, or you can register to vote during an Election.  Just come to the polls on an Election Day and register with the Town Clerk/Deputy Town Clerk.   

· How Do I Register To Vote? Present yourself to the Registrar of Voters with proper identification.  A simple "voter card" is filled out and signed by the person registering. Then the Registrar adds your name to the "Voter's List".  You can also pick up a "voter card" at your local DMV Office or Post Office.  

· How Do I Vote?  Just show up at the designated polling place on voting day at the proper time and Vote!  Assistance is available if you have any questions.

Once you are registered, you will be eligible to Vote in most Federal, State, Municipal and School District elections.
